I “From Deep Waters to the Shore: A Catch of God’s Grace”

Today, many of us live in fear like the fear of the unknown, fear of loss, fear of what tomorrow may bring. Yet
God calls us to a different path: “Call to Me and I will answer you and tell you great and unsearchable things
you do not know” (Jeremiah 33:3). In that call, fear meets faith.

Peter’s journey shows us this truth. He was first called by Jesus at the shore while washing his nets, invited to
leave everything and follow Him. Later, when he stepped out onto the water, he walked toward Jesus boldly,
but when fear filled his heart, he began to sink. Immediately, Jesus reached out His hand and saved him. Even
after Peter denied Him, the story did not end there. After the resurrection, Jesus met Peter again by the shore,
restored him with grace, and sent him out to share the gospel. From the shore to the deep waters and back again,
Peter’s life was held together by God’s grace which is steadfast, forgiving, and transformative.

Paul reminds us that we are invited to comprehend “the breadth and length and height and depth of Christ’s
love” (Ephesians 3:18). Just as Peter experienced God’s love personally, we too are called to know this
immeasurable love that surrounds us in every situation whether in fear, failure, or faithfulness.

This month, let us take courage: call on Him, trust His love, and allow it to transform our hearts. Fear may
knock, but God’s grace and love surround, lift, and send us whether from the deep waters of doubt or the shore

of new beginnings.
